A\ Understand Your Machine

* WARNING! You must read these instructions carefully before operating the
machine. Make sure that you are familiar with the conftrols and properly operate
the machine. You must learn how to stop the machine quickly. If you do not follow
the warnings and instructions, it may result in fire and/or serious injury. Make sure to
save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

* Read this manual and labels affixed to the machine to understand its limitations
and potential hazards.

* Be thoroughly familiar with the conftrols and their proper operation. Know how fo
stop the machine and disengage the controls quickly.

* If the unit is to be used by someone other than original purchaser, oris to be
loaned, rented, or sold, always provide this manual and any needed safety
training before operation. The user can prevent and is responsible for accidents or
injuries that may occur to themselves, to other people, or to property.

* Do not force the machine beyond its limits. Use the correct machine for your
application.

* Know how to stop the machine quickly in case of emergency. Understand the
use of all confrols.

* ALL MAINTENANCE other than that listed in this manual, should be carried out by
professionally trained and certified personnel.

* When using this machine for the first time and before actual work, you MUST
learn how to handle the machine from an experienced or skilled person.

A\ Personal Safety

* WARNING! Never allow children or people unfamiliar with these instructions to
use the product. Local regulations can restrict the minimum age of the operator.

* Keep children, pets, and other people not using the unit away from the work
area (at least 15m). Be alert and shut off the unit if anyone enters work area. Keep
children under the watchful care of a responsible adult.

 Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating
the machine. Never operate the machine when unwell or tired, or if you have
taken alcohol, medicine, drugs or any substances which may slow your reflexes
and compromise judgment. A moment of inattention while operating the machine
may result in serious personal injury.

* Appropriate Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), MUST be worn at all times
when operating or repairing the machine. Always wear anti-slip and resistant work
footwear and long trousers while using the machine.

A\ nspect Your Machine

* Check your machine before starting it. Keep guards in place and in working
order.

* You must check the general condition of the machine before use.

* Never operate the machine when it is in need of repair or is in poor mechanical
condition. Replace damaged, missing, or failed parts before using it. Keep the
machine in safe working condition.

* Do not use the machine if the machine’s switch does not turn off the machine
when running. Any machine that can’t be controlled with the switch is dangerous
and must be replaced.

* Regularly check to see that keys and adjusting wrenches are removed from the
machine area before starting it. A wrench or a key that is left attached to a
rotating part of the machine may result in personal injury.

* If the machine should start to vibrate abnormally, stop the machine and check
immediately for the cause. Vibration is generally a warning sign of trouble.

* Avoid accidental starting. Be sure the switch is off, and machine is removed from
power supply before transporting the machine or performing any maintenance or
service on the unit.

A\ Work Area

* You must only work in daylight or with good artificial light in good visibility
conditions. Do not work at night, at times of heavy fog, or at any other times when
your field of vision might be limited and it would be difficult to gain a clear view of
the area.

* Keep people, children and animals away from the working area.

* Operate on flat, level ground.

* DO NOT work on wet ground. If there has been heavy rain on the working site,
wait until the ground has dried up.

* Never park the machine in a place with unstable ground which could give way.
* You must be careful near ravines, ditches or embankments.

» Exercise extreme caution when operating on or crossing gravel drives, walks, or
roads.

A\ During Use

Make sure that you will never touch live contacts, specifically when you plug or
unplug your machine. This machine and its power cord must never get into
contact with water.

* Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators,

ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is

earthed or grounded.

« To prevent electric shock, use only with an extension cord suitable for outdoor

use. For additional protection, the installation of a residual current device (RCD)

having a rated residual operating current not exceeding 30mA is advisable.

A\ Double-Insulated Appliances

A\Vibrations (Where Applicable)

* Prolonged use of hand held (operated) machines will cause the user to feel the effects
of/from vibrations. These vibrations can lead to white finger (Raynaud’s phenomenon) or
carpal tunnel syndrome.

The HYPHTS50E is an electric pole hedge frimmer from HYUNDAI. The HYPHT550E
has a cutting length of 450mm and is powered by a 550W HYUNDAI motor.

This machine is a garden tool and precisely a pedestrian controlled pole hedge
trimmer The machine is manufactured according to the latest safety requirements.
Every precaution is only effective when it is followed exactly.

Intended Use
This machine was designed and manufactured for frimming hedges, bushes and
shrubs conftrolled by a pedestrian operator.

User Types
This machine is intended for use by consumers, i.e. non professional operators. The
machine is infended for “DIY"” and domestic use only.

Improper Use
Any other usage not in keeping with the above mentioned ones may be
hazardous and harm persons and/or damage things.
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Safety Information

A\ Personal Protective Equipment

Appropriate Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), MUST be worn at all times when
operating or repairing the machine. No protective equipment can ensure 100%
protection.

When selecting PPE, make sure it's CE marked and it suits the user in terms of size,
fit, etc. If more than one item of PPE is worn at the same fime, make sure they can
be used together, e.g. wearing safety glasses may disturb the seal of a respirator,
causing air leaks.

STEP 1 : Attach The Cutting Head

1. Push the telescopic pole (A) into the cutting head (B). YOU MUST make sure that
the two tabs (R) are in line with each other.

STEP 5 : Cable Holder On Handle

A Make sure the machine is disconnected from power before you do this. If the
machine is plugged in, you may accidentally press the trigger.

This holds the cable in place while in use and prevents strain on the cable.

1. Make a small loop in the power cable (E).
2. Put the loop through the hole in the handle and on to the hook (L).
3. Slowly pull the loop to remove slack.

Step 7 : Remove Blade Cover

1. Remember to remove the blade cover (8§) before use.
2. You can put the blade cover back onto the blade when you are storing or
transporting the machine.

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Adjusting Pivoting Head

A YOU MUST disconnect the plug from the power supply first.

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Choosing The Correct Angle

Make sure you are using the correct angle when working. If you do not angle the
head correctly, you will not be able to see what you are cutting.

You can use the -45° angle to cut low You can use the 0° angle to cut the
hedges and shrubs near the ground. sides of hedges in a sweeping motion.

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Cutting Tips

A When operating the hedge trimmer, keep the extension cord behind the
trimmer. Never drape it over the hedge being trimmed.

+ Do not force the hedge trimmer through heavy shrubbery. This can cause the
blades to bind and slow down. If the blades slow down, reduce the pace.

+ Do not attempt to cut stems or twigs that are larger than 3/4in thick or those
obviously too large to feed info the cutting blade. Use a non-powered hand saw or
pruning saw to frim large stems.

+ If blades do become jommed, stop the motor, allow the blades to stop and
disconnect the plug from the power source before attempting to remove the
obstruction.

+ If desired, you can use a string to help cut your hedge level. Decide how high
you want the hedge. Stretch a piece of string along the hedge at the desired
height. Trim the hedge just above the guide line of string.

+ Wear gloves when frimming thorny or prickly growth. When trimming new growth,
use a wide sweeping action, so that the stems are fed directly intfo the cutting
blade. Older growth will have thicker stems and will be trimmed easiest by using a
sawing movement,

» To achieve a straight line, we recommend standing still and cutting everything
within you reach before moving on. It is much harder to cut a straight line whilst you
are walking.

NOTE: When shaping it is advisable to achieve a FERTTTTA
frapezoidal shape (See image). A trapezoidal cut | \
corresponds to the natural growth of plants and results f \
in optimal hedge growth, as it will expose more light to / \
the lower end of the hedge. i \

Before Starting Work

1. Check the condition of the cable, if damaged do not use.

2. Ensure that no objects or branches are frapped into the machine.

3. Ensure the work area is tidy and free of any obstacles.

4. Never operate the machine if it is damaged in any way.

5. We recommend checking the hedge you are going to frim before starting work.
Make sure there are no wires or cables inside. You should also make sure that there
are no birds or animals nesting inside the hedge that you will disturb.

6. You can lay tarpaulin on the ground where you plan to trim the hedge to catch
any tfrimmings. This will make it easier to pick up the trimmings afterwards. Make sure
it is not a tripping hazard.

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Maintenance & Care

General Maintenance

AWARNING : Turn OFF the machine, allow all moving parts o come to a

complete stop, and disconnect the power cord before maintaining the machine.

You need to wear proper clothing and protective gloves whenever your hands are

at risk.
