* |f the unit is to be used by someone other than original purchaser, or is to be
loaned, rented, or sold, always provide this manual and any needed safety
training before operation.

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Assembly

Assembly Overview

There are 2 steps to the assembly:

STEP 1. Attach Collection Bag To Main Unit
STEP 2. Atftach Shoulder Harness To Main Unit

STEP 1: Aftach Collection Bag To Main Unit

A WARNING : Ensure the machine is disconnected from the power
supply before assembling the unit.

1. Begin by aligning the collection bag’s buckle with the slot located in the main
unit's housing (as pictured below).

Insert the buckle into the sloft.

Once the buckle has been inserted into the slot, lift and push the rear bracket
into the slot located at the rear of the main unit’'s housing.

NOTE: Ensure the collection bag’s handle is facing away from machine when
aftaching to the main unit (as pictured in Figure 4). This signifies correct installation
of the collection bag.

5. Once connected, attach the collection bag to the hook located on the upper
tube.

STEP 2: Attach Shoulder Harness To Main Unit

1. Attach the shoulder harness to the main unit by fastening its clip to the
attachment point located on top of the front handle.

NOTE: Once fastened to the main unit, pull
against the attachment point to ensure the
harness has been properly secured.

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Using The Cable Relief Hook

IMPORTANT: We strongly advise that you use the cable relief hook in order to have
as much control over the tension of the cable as possible.

This keeps the cable close to the machine and prevents trip hazards during

operation. It also prevents the cable from being stretched and damaged during
operation.

Please read the following steps:

1. Take the end of the cable nearest to the machine and make a loop as
pictured below.

2. Take the loop hook it around the cable relief hook, which is located
underneath the main unit handle.

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Function Selection

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Using The Speed Control Dial

A WARNING : ALWAYS be aware of the waste/debris which needs
clearing when adjusting the speed confrol dial.

The HYBV3000E2 is equipped with a speed conftrol dial, which can be operated to
raise or lower the air speed of the blower.

The dial offers a selection of six air speeds, including a minimum and maximum
setting.

To operate the dial, simply turn the dial clockwise for higher air speeds and anti-
clockwise to decrease the air speed.

Turn the dial either clockwise or
anti-clockwise to achieve desired

air speed. \

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Extending The Blower/Suction Tube

To assist with clearing leaves, small twigs and wood chippings etc, the
HYBV3000E2's blower/suction can be extended up to a further 270mm in length.

To extend the blower/suction tube, simply press the red button and pull/slide the
tube to the desired height.

The tube is designed to be extended in increments. Once you have selected the
desired grove on the tube, you will hear an audible click as the adjustment clip
aligns and locks with the chosen groove.

To retract tube, simply push the red button and push the tube back up fowards
the main housing and release the red button.

NOTE: Ensure the tube has been securely locked into place before resuming
operation.

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Using The Rake Adjustment

To assist with clearing leaves, small twigs and wood chippings etc, the HYBV3000E2
is fitted with a rake at the bottom of the blower/suction tube.

The rake can be extended and retracted by using an adjustment knob located
slightly above the rake itself.

To open and extend the rake, twist the knob until it is horizontal and push the knob
up into the upper slot. Once the knob has been pushed into the upper slot, turn
the knob into the vertical position to lock the rake into place.

To withdraw and retract the rake, slide the knob back down into the lower slot
and turn the knob into a vertical position to lock the rake into place.

Rake fully opened with the adjustment knob
locked in the upper slot.

Rake closed with the adjustment knob
locked in the lower slot.

General Maintenance

complete stop, and disconnect the power cord before maintaining the machine.

+ Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the machine is in a safe working
condition.

Storage

rain fall. Allow the machine to cool down before storing.

You can keep the cable
tidy by wrapping it around the hook on the rear of the machine. You can also
store the gun and accessories in the slots at the rear of the machine.
