A Inspect Your Machine

Check your machine before starting it. Keep guards in place and in working order. Make sure all nuts, bolts, etc.,
are securely tightened.

You must check the general condition of the machine before use.

/\ Fuelling / De-Fuelling

ALWAYS fuel and de-fuel in a well ventilated area outside of buildings. Use a funnel to add fuel, only outdoors.
Do not smoke when handling fuel.

Add fuel before igniting the engine, never remove the fuel tank cap or add fuel whilst the engine is running or
when it is hot.

When de-fuelling ALWAYS use a proper fuel retriever.

Never overfill the fuel tank. Engine heat can cause fuel to expand, never fill the tank to more than 1/2” below
the bottom of the filler neck. This will provide space for fuel expansion.

When refilling or draining the fuel tank, use an approved fuel storage container while in a clean, well-ventilated
outdoor area. While adding fuel or operating the unit, do not smoke, and stay away from sparks, open flames,
or other sources of ignition near the area of operation.

Always stop the engine and allow it to cool before filling the fuel tank. Never remove the cap of the fuel tank or
add fuel while the engine is running or when the engine is hot.

Loosen the fuel tank cap slowly to relieve any pressure in the tank.
ALWAYS keep the handles dry, clean and free of oil and fuel.
After fueling, ensure to tighten the cap securely.

Never use the lock-function when filling with fuel.

Storage

Store fuel in containers specifically designed and approved for fuel storage.
Store fuel in a cool, well-ventilated area, safely away from sparks, open flames, or other sources of ignition.

Never store fuel  or a machine with fuel in the tank inside a building where fumes may reach a spark, open
flame, or any other source of ignition (such as a water heater, furnace, or clothes dryer). Allow the engine to
cool before storing in any enclosure.

Replace all fuel tank and container caps securely and wipe up spilled fuel. Never operate the unit without the
fuel cap securely in place.

Oil Level

Check Engine Qil Level Check the engine oil level with the engine stopped and in a level position.

> Remove the oil filler cap/dipstick and wipe it clean.
> Insert and remove the dipstick without screwing it into the filler neck. Check the oil level shown on the dipstick.
> If the oil level is low, fill to the edge of the oil filler hole with the recommended oil .

> Screw in the oil filler cap/dipstick securely.

Air Filter Inspection

A dirty air filtter will restrict air flow to the carburettor,
reducing engine and output performance.

Remove the Air Filter Cover and inspect the
fitters. Clean or replace dirty fitter elements. Always
replace damaged filter elements.

Reinstall the air filter and air cleaner cover. Be sure all
the parts shown below are in place. Tighten the wing
nut securely.

WARNING! Operating the engine without an
air filter, or with a damaged air filter, will
allow dirt to enter the engine, causing rapid
engine wear. This type of damage is not
covered by the Distributor’s Limited
Warranty.

With the engine off and on a level surface, remove the fuel tank cap and check the fuel level. You will be able to see
the fuel through the fuel strainer. Refill the tank if you can cannot see any fuel in the strainer. After refuelling, tighten

the fuel tank cap securely.
Always use a funnel or Fuel Bottle with a Flexible spout like shown below

Electrical Unloading

Before operating the machine, always ensure the machine is unloaded. This means, ensure there are no external
accessories which are powered by the machine are connected.

Machine Grounding

NOTE: Grounding Cable is not included with the machines.

During any form of operation, grounding the machine is always recommended. This means connecting the machine
to a reliable, dedicated ground via a cable/wire from the Ground Terminal on the main panel. Remove the nut from
ground point and secure a suitable cable (not included). Re-secure the nut when cable is connected.

Pull the recoil starter grip lightly until resistance is felt, then pull it briskly. Do not allow the recoil starter grip to
snap back against the engine. Return it gently to prevent damage to the starter.

If the choke lever was moved to the CHOKE position to start the engine, gradually move it to the RUN
position as the engine warms up.

The output of the generator is based on Full engine speed. Ensure the choke lever is fully located in the RUN
position to ensure full engine speed.

To stop the engine in an emergency, simply turn the ignition
switch to the OFF position. Under normal conditions, use the
following procedure.

> Remove all load from the machine, this means unplugging all connected appliances.
> Turn the Engine Switch into the Off Position
> Turn the fuel valve to the OFF position.

Connecting Appliances

The JCB-G3600P has a rated power of 3200W. This is the maximum amount of power the machine can supply,
anything over this will cause the machine to stall, and operate outside of stated specification. This can be dangerous
and cause damage to your machine.

With the machine running at full speed, connect your appliances one at time.
Using either a | 15V/230V or DCI2V compatible socket, connect your socket into the desired plug.

Ensuring your appliance is off, turn on the circuit breaker for your desired socket. If using either the | | 5V or
230V outlets, also select your desired voltage.

Your appliance should now be supplied with power and safe to use.

To disconnect an appliance, turn off the relevant circuit breaker and then disconnect.

NOTE* If using a suitable socket extension, ensure you follow the same procedure if any additional appliances are
connected. Listen to the tune of the engine, if it changes from the previous running speed, disconnect your
appliance. Also if your appliance aren’t working as intended, this could be an indication the generator can't provide
your requested power.

Importance of Maintenance

Good maintenance is essential for safe, economical, and trouble-free operation. It will also help reduce air pollution.

Improperly maintaining this machine, or failing to correct a problem before operation, can cause a malfunction in

Always follow the inspection and maintenance recommendations and schedules in this owner’s manual.

To help you properly care for your machine, the following pages include a maintenance schedule, routine inspection
procedures, and simple maintenance procedures using basic hand tools. Other service tasks that are more difficult,
or require special tools, are best handled by professionals and are normally performed by a technician or other
qualified mechanic.

The maintenance schedule applies to normal operating conditions. If you operate your machine under severe
conditions, such as sustained high-load or high-temperature operation, or use in unusually wet or dusty conditions,
consult your servicing dealer for recommendations applicable to your individual needs and use.

Remember that your servicing dealer knows your machine best and is fully equipped to maintain and repair it.

To ensure the best quality and reliability, use only new, genuine parts or their equivalents for repair and
replacement.

Maintenance, replacement, or repair of emission control devices and systems may be performed by any engine
repair establishment or individual, using parts that are “certified” to EPA standards.

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Maintenance - Oil Servicing

When changing a machines oil, run the machine for a few minutes. Warm oil will always drain faster and more
through compared to oil that's cold.

> Place a suitable container below the engine to catch the used oil.
> Remove the oil filler cap/dipstick, oil drain plug and washer.
> Allow the used oil to drain completely

> Reinstall the oil drain plug and new washer, and tighten the oil drain plug securely. Please dispose of used motor
oil in a manner that is compatible with the environment. We suggest you take used oil in a sealed container to
your local recycling centre or service station for reclamation. Do not throw it in the General Waste, pour it on
the ground, or down a drain.

> 3. With the engine in a level position, fill to the upper limit mark (bottom edge of the oil fill hole) on the dipstick
with the recommended oil.

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Maintenance - Spark Plug

Recommended Spark Plugs — NGK:BPR7ES/Champion:RN7YC

This variation of spark plug is recommended for normal engine running conditions and temperatures.
Incorrect specifications of sparkplug can cause damage to your machine. Ensure any sparkplug is
correctly gapped and free of any deposits

> Firstly remove the Spark plug cap. This is a push/pull fit.

> Using a suitable spark plug wrench, loosen the spark plug and remove fit.

> Inspect the sparkplug. Replace if your inspection finds:
I Visible Damage
2. Badly fouled with Oil/Carbon
3. Washer health is compromised

> Using a feeler gauge, check the gap of the spark electrode. The gap should be with these tolerances
0.7-0.8 mm (0.026-0.03 1 inch).

> Reinstall the sparkplug, firstly winding it by hand, this is to avoid cross threading.
> After properly seated, fully tighten using spark plug wrench.

> When the washer has started to compress tighten to the following instruction:
I. New Sparkplug —a | /2 Turn tight
2. Re-used Spark Plug —a /8 to /4 Turn tight

Take out the O-type seal ring and strainer.

Clean the sediment bowl, O-type seal ring and strainer with incombustible or high-flash solvent.
Reinstall the O-type seal ring and strainer, and tighten the sediment bowl.

Open the fuel valve and inspect for leakage.

Open the cover with the lock nut and remove the foam air filtter element.

Wash the foam element in liquid detergent and water, then rinse in clean water and squeeze dry in a clean
cloth.

Saturate the foam fitter with clean engine oil, remove excess by squeezing into a dry clean cloth.

Refit the air filter and air filter cover.
